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I can hardly believe that we are nearing the end of the first quarter.  We 
definitely have had a smooth opening of school.  In keeping with Ligon’s stellar 
history, we have begun this school year with a bang….celebrating Mr. Batterson 
winning a national distinguished math teaching award and the publication of his 
book; Ms. Garrison, winning North Carolina Foreign Language Teacher of the 
Year; preparing for our first theatrical performance of the new year, Radio 
Suspense Theater; chorus concert with several students making the 
distinguished NC Honor Chorus; our MathCounts team practicing and preparing 
for competitions; 80 seventh graders attending the Haw River 3-day Trip;

Our students are working hard academically and behaviorally.  Walking the 
halls of Ligon and visiting classrooms, I continue to be amazed at the varied 
approaches to instruction, including group work, the utilization of technology, 
and the vast methods teachers are using to stretch our students and provide 
rigor.  It is obvious that our commitment to academic remains laser focused.
